Grammar schools

If you have applied for grammar schools, to avoid
disappointment we strongly recommend that you do
not submit your Local Authority form until you know
the results of your child's grammar schools test

Put grammar schools on the preference form
(Birmingham grammar schools only)

Order of preference - grammar then comprehensive
if your child's score meets the previous year criteria

Independent schools

You must get an application form from the school
itself and apply to them directly.
